The Temporary Terminal is the temporary replacement
bus facility that will serve bus passengers while the new,
multi-modal Transbay Transit Center is under construction.
Located on the block of downtown San Francisco bounded
by Main, Folsom, Beale and Howard streets, the Temporary
Terminal will serve AC Transit, WestCAT Lynx, MUNI, Golden
Gate Transit, SamTrans and Greyhound passengers.

HOW IS THE TEMPORARY TERMINAL DIFFERENT FROM THE
TRANSBAY TRANSIT CENTER?

The Transbay Transit Center Project will replace the Transbay
Terminal located at First and Mission streetfs in downtown
San Francisco and create a new, multi-modal Transit Center
that will eventually serve more than 100,000 passengers
per day and become the new hub of economic life in San
Francisco.
